   In 1981, Bill Gates, the founder of Microsoft was quoted as saying “640K of memory should be enough for anybody.'' Twenty-seven years later, that is not enough memory to record even a single digital image.





   This year, 2008 marks my tenth year of using digital cameras for commercial photography. I still own my first Sony Mavica camera I purchased, and it is still being used on a regular basis.





   But the most often asked questions in classes and workshops I teach is, “what do you do to manage all of these files?” Let me briefly try to outline what I do when storing away my digital files.





   First of all, I do not reformat the memory card that was in the camera until at least two back-up files of the card have been saved. When I am on the road, this requires having a laptop with a CD burner. When I am at home, I utilize an external hard drive to store the images, but I still burn two copies onto CD.





   I use the external hard drive on the home computer to store the images because for one, having the photos there does not slow down my computer because of the hard drive filling up. I can also add more external hard drives should I fill one up.





   But the main practice I try to do is to always burn two CD’s of the images. I store one copy in the house in a notebook with a thumbnail contact page attached. The other copy gets stored in my detached garage that is 40 feet away (in case of fire in one structure or the other).





   My biggest suggestion for those just getting started in digital photography would be to keep your photo files stored somewhere else other than your computer’s hard drive. How many times have you heard about (or it did happen to you) that someone’s computer crashed and all files were lost? It seems as if computers have a built in time bomb set to crash after three to five years of service.





   My son Dallas was attending college in Taxco, Mexico over the summer. Needless to say, his computer crashed while away from home. Luckily, he had downloaded most of his images to a photo file-sharing web site, and the memory card on the camera still had most of his photos from the trip. But I never thought to take the time to tell him about backing up his images. When on the road, I do this on a daily basis.
