This year, while photographing some colorful cypress trees in the early morning at Kickapoo State Park, I just was not getting the pre-visualized image with my digital camera. Then I realized – since I had the camera set on Automatic White Balance, the camera was converting the warm color of the early morning into a more bluish color. By switching the camera off of the AWB setting to daylight, I was able to obtain the desired results.





Some may say that you can always correct the photo in PhotoShop. I have found that if you can get the image recorded right on the film or on the original digital file in the first place, the finished result will be of higher quality and much more consistent in reproduction.
