    Yes, I may have a special interest in this publication because I am one of the contributing photographers for this magazine, but if you have seen this publication, you would agree that it is a very positive quality publication. I salute all those that have been involved including: photographer Rich Stefeniak, writers Carol Hicks, Kim Katrell, Mary Kay Sweiker, Anna Herkemp, photojournalist April Evans, Graphic Artist Sabrinna Donnelly, and Editor Carol Roehm. A special acknowledgement and thank you goes out to former C-N Publisher Carol Nichols who first envisioned this publication. 
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   Digital cameras are not the only way to obtain digital photo images. When you have your traditional film processed, most labs will also let you request a CD of your roll of film.





   If you have a huge library of negatives or transparencies shot before a digital option was available from your photo lab, you may want to consider the purchase of a scanner that can scan negatives and transparencies. After using one particular scanner for over a year, I would like to make a product endorsement for the Canon CanoScan 8800F. 





   Having used all sorts of scanners from Flatbed, to drum scanners since 1992, I have really been impressed with the quality and speed that the CanoScan has performed.





   I probably do not use a scanner in the same way most amateurs might use a scanner. I use it mostly for scanning old negatives and transparencies for publication. So for the average user using a scanner for copying photos or making copies of documents, you will find the CanoScan 8800F a machine that can perform your tasks in record time. Most flatbed scans are done in less than 10-20 seconds.





   The real plus to this scanner is it’s ability to make high quality scans from negatives and transparencies (from 35mm, slides, and 2-1/4 film). I have been able to produce 6400dpi images from my older 2-1/4 x 2-1/4  negatives and transparencies. Between the scanner software and my PhotoShop CS3, I am able to correct for any fade in the original image, and remove any scratches and dust that stored negatives or transparencies have pick up through time. 





   I have been able to produce images up to 20”x 20” that has been printed on photo-quality inkjet printers that can easily rival prints made from traditional wet chemical print processes. At $199.99 directly from � HYPERLINK "http://www.canonusa.com" ��www.canonusa.com�, I highly recommend this scanner for anyone who is still shooting film but needs to transfer these images into a digital format.

   When printing your digital images on your computer, remember that you need to reset the preferences to the type of paper and the image quality you want. Most programs, including MS Word and PhotoShop revert to their default setting when you send an image to print. I have wasted a lot of photo quality paper because I forgot to check the paper type and image quality prior to hitting “print.”





   Under most programs, instead of hitting the “print” icon, click the “file-print” option, them click the “preferences” button before printing. This will let you select both the image quality you want plus the type of paper you are printing on.
