More About On-line Back-up

In the last issue of this newsletter, | spoke
about using an online back-up system to
back up my photo files. Well, wouldn’t you
know it that a few weeks ago, | had to put
the service to the test.

For those you who have taken my classes, |
often say “learn from my mistakes.” In
keeping with this theory, may | pass on a
word of advice? Do not drop your external
hard-drive on the floor. Yes, that is exactly
what | did. After the physical crash, |
discovered that the hard-drive had a virtual
crash also.

My first action was to purchase a more
sturdy external hard-drive that can take a
fall. It cost a little more, but you can tell by
looking at it that it is made to take a
licking.

The second thing | discovered is that it did
not take too long to restore all my files
from the on-line service. Initially, it took 34
days to back up my system. | was able to
retrieve all my files back to the new
external hard-drive in just a little over a
week. And at any time, | could go in and get
specific files back as | needed them.
